MANILA - The Philippines signed a $375m 
deal to buy missiles from India to beef up its 
navy, the Southeast Asian nation’s defence 
minister said.

Manila’s military was one of the most poor-
ly equipped in Asia when President Rodrigo 
Duterte’s predecessor, Benigno Aquino, began 
a modest modernisation programme in 2012 
– but it is still no match for its superpower 
neighbour China.

BrahMos – a joint venture between India 
and Russia – has developed a cruise missile 
that the Indian defence ministry says is the 
fastest in the world.

The Philippines would be the first country 
to purchase it. India’s defence ministry de-

clined to comment.
The new anti-ship system aims to deter for-

eign vessels from encroaching on the country’s 
200-nautical-mile (370km) exclusive econom-
ic zone (EEZ). In recent years the Philippines 
has repeatedly accused China of violating its 
EEZ by sending hundreds of militia boats into 
its waters.

“It’s part of our territorial defence,” said 
Colonel Ramon Zagala, spokesman for the 
Armed Forces of the Philippines.

In 2018, the Philippines bought Israe-
li-made Spike ER missiles, its first-ever ship-
borne missile systems for maritime deterrence.

Despite friendlier ties between China and 
the Philippines under Duterte, Beijing has re-

mained adamant in claiming large portions of 
the South China Sea, a conduit for billions of 
dollars worth of goods.

Brunei, Malaysia, the Philippines, Taiwan 
and Vietnam also have lodged competing 
claims.

A 2016 international arbitration ruling, 
however, said the Chinese claims had no legal 
basis.

Last month, new US State Department re-
port said that China’s activities in the South 
China Sea, including its “historic claims” on 
almost all parts of the vital trade route “gravely 
undermine the rule of law” in the oceans and 
universally recognised provisions in interna-
tional law.

It’s not hard to see that Dingdong Dantes 
and Marian Rivera’s unica hija Zia takes 
after her parents.

Dingdong said that if his daughter choos-
es to enter the entertainment business one 
day, they will give her their full support.

“Well, it’s going to be her choice. Our 
role talaga dito (as parents) ay ma-intro-
duce siya sa mga bagay na kung saan may 
interest siya.

However, Dingdong hinted that in the 
next few years, Zia might stay away from 
the showbiz spotlight presumably to focus 
on her schooling.

The Chinese government has allocated $19.5 
million in military equipment to the Philip-
pines despite tensions over the highly-con-
tested South China Sea.

The donation is reportedly part of Chinese 
President Xi Jinping‘s commitment to sup-
porting the Philippine government in count-
er-narcotics and counter-terrorism efforts.

“I hope that the donation would play 
a role in maintaining peace and fighting 
terrorism campaign as well as providing 
humanitarian assistance and disaster response 
mission of typhoon Odette,” Chinese Am-
bassador Huang Xilian said in a press release.

He added that his country will continue to 
support the Philippines in disaster relief and 

military modernization initiatives. In recent 
years, China has assisted the Philippines 
in modernizing its military by donating 
high-powered weapons and equipment to 
support ongoing missions. 

To boost its military influence in the 
Indo-Pacific region, the Asian giant donated 
warships to the Philippines in 2018. It also 
provided 3,000 assault rifles, ammunition, 
and accessories worth $3.3 million to the 
Philippine military in 2017.

When asked if the multimillion-dollar do-
nations would soften the Philippines’ stance 
regarding the South China Sea, Philippine 
defense secretary Delfin Lorenzana quickly 
replied, “Not a chance.”

MANILA -  A broadcast frequency 
previously used by ABS-CBN Corp. has 
been awarded to Sonshine Media Net-
work International (SMNI), the media 
company of Pastor Apollo Quiboloy, a 
long-time friend and ally of President 
Rodrigo Duterte.

SMNI confirmed to ABS-CBN News 
that it received an authority from the 
National Telecommunications Com-
mission, the telco regulator, to operate 
Channel 43, which was used to be 
assigned to Amcara Broadcasting Corp.

The Lopez-led network used Chan-

nel 43 for its TVPlus channels under a 
blocktime deal with Amca, whose legis-
lative franchise expired in 2020.

Channel 23, which ABS-CBN used 
for its Sports+Action programs, was 
given to Aliw Broadcasting Corp.

Apart from channels 43 and 23, the 
NTC also allowed Villar-owned Ad-
vanced Media Broadcasting System Inc.  
(AMBS) to temporarily operate channels 
16 and 2 — two iconic frequencies 
that ABS-CBN lost when legislators at 
the House of Representatives who are 
allied with Duterte killed the network’s 

franchise renewal bill at the commit-
tee level. The Channel 2 assignment is 
only temporary as the analog shut-off is 
scheduled to take place in 2023.

Broadcast spectrum is a limited public 
resource and the NTC’s decision would 
make it hard for ABS-CBN to regain 
the precious frequencies it lost during its 
painful shutdown. For now, it is unclear 
if there are available frequencies that 
ABS-CBN can use should the company 
manage to get a new franchise under a 
friendlier administration. 

ABS-CBN frequencies given to Villar, Quiboloy Veteran showbiz scribe Lolit Solis 
has revealed that GMA Network did 
not renew the contract of television 
host Willie Revillame for his popular 
game show.

Earlier, GMA announced that 
Revillame’s contract is set to end 
February 15, while his “Wowowin” 
show will air until Friday, Feb. 11.

The same day of the announce-
ment, pictures of Willie along with 
the billionaire businessman Manny 
Villar went viral, igniting rumors 
that the television host will transfer 
his game show to Advanced Media 
Broadcasting Systems, a television 
station owned by Villar.

Recall that Villar will take over 
the television broadcast frequencies 
previously used by ABS-CBN, as 
confirmed by The National Telecom-
munications Commission (NTC) early 
this year.

On Instagram, Lolit wrote: “Unfair 
naman sabihin na umalis si Willie 
Revillame sa GMA7 Salve. The truth 
is hindi ni renew ang contract niya.”

“Siguro nga ikinabigla ng lahat 
iyon mga pangyayari, pero ang 
maliwanag, tinapos ng GMA7 ang 
kontrata kay Willie at walang alok 

na bago kaya hayun, kailangan 
maghanap ng bagong bahay ang 
programa niya.”

“Huwag ng ibahin pa ang istorya 
na dahil may Villar kaya umalis si 
Willie. Talagang tinapos ng GMA7 
ang programa niya at hinayaan 
siya maghanap ng kung saan siya 
gagawa ng show. Goodluck Willie 
Revillame, Tutok to Win, gawin mong 
winner. Bongga!!”

Meanwhile, long-time dancer and 
choreographer of the game show, 
Anna Feliciano, seemingly confirmed 
that they’ll be transferring network.

Note that on her Facebook, she 
shared GMA’s statement and wrote: 
“When something ends, something 
starts. Sana hindi nyo kami iwan. 
(heart emoji).”

Then in another post, she thanked 
Villar and daughter Camille for the 
visit.

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“It never crossed my mind,” said actress

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Over 60% of teens now fully vaxxed
More than half of children aged 12 to 17 nationwide are now fully vaccinated 

against COVID-19, the 
Department of Health 
(DOH) reported.

Health Undersecretary 
Myrna Cabotaje said over 
60 percent of children 
aged 12 to 17 have been 
fully vaccinated since the 
rollout of the pediatric jabs 
last November.

“We are happy to 
report our good coverage of the rest of pediatric population,” Cabotaje said, while 
noting that 77% received first dose and 65.6 % completed two doses.

However, Cabotaje said only 23 percent, out of 1.2 million children with 
comorbidity, are fully vaccinated.

“Of course, there is still some hesitancy from those whose children have 
comorbidities,” Cabotaje noted.

As of February 6, the DOH reported an additional 8,361 cases, bringing to 
3,609,568 the total number of confirmed COVID-19 cases nationwide.

The National Capital Region accounts for the biggest number of newly reported 
cases with 863, followed by the Davao region with 683, and Western Visayas with 
657.

‘Why now?’: Quiboloy legal counsel questions timing of FBI 
‘wanted’ poster, trafficking charges
Ferdinanad Topacio, the legal counsel of Kingdom of Jesus Christ, The Name 
Above Every Name founder Apollo Quiboloy 
questioned the timing of the Federal Bureau of Inves-
tigation’s wanted posters against him, claiming that 
the move was meant to interfere with the country’s 
2022 elections, pointing out that the federal jury 
indictment was made on November 10, 2021, at 
which point a warrant was already issued.

This comes after the FBI released wanted posters for Quiboloy and KOJC offi-
cials Teresita Dandan and Helen Panilag following their indictment in November 
2021.

Topacio went as far as claiming that the poster was being “blown out of 
proportion” in an “obviously orchestrated effort” by sectors who “want to bring 
the Pastor down...and indirectly, the present administration for political effect.” 

The Department of Justice has said it would process Quiboloy’s extradition 
with the United States if it is requested, even despite his close ties with President 
Rodrigo Duterte.

“If we receive the request, we will do our job within the bounds of the law and 
processes in our department, regardless of the personality involved,” said lawyer 
George Ortha II, the DOJ’s chief state counsel. 

Illegal wildlife trade in PH: DENR warns buyers
The illegal wildlife trade continues to put endangered species at the risk of 
extinction. In the Philippines, the value of that illegal trade is estimated at P50 

billion per year, according to the Department of Environment and 
Natural Resources (DENR).

 This includes the market value of wildlife, resources, ecologi-
cal role and value, damage to habitats during poaching, and loss 

in potential ecotourism revenues. DENR Secretary Roy A. Cimatu 
reminded those who purchase any wildlife species to observe the 

Wildlife Resources Conservation and Protection Act of 2001 or the Republic Act 
(RA) 9147. 

He issued the statement after the DENR Unit-Ninoy Aquino International 
Airport (NAIA) seized 25 tarantulas and 112 spiderlings in violation of Section 27 
of the RA 9147.

“While RA 9147 comprehensively contains prohibitions and penalties on 
illegal wildlife possession and trade, the Act also indicates the legal measures of 
acquiring wildlife. Let us be reminded that the illegal possession of wildlife such 
as the tarantulas have serious penalties,” Cimatu said.

Tourism Secretary Berna 
Romulo-Puyat said the country 
will reopen its doors to travelers 
from more than 150 countries 
with visa-free privileges starting 
Feb. 10. Foreign travelers will 
no longer be required to quar-
antine in government-designat-
ed centers upon arrival if they 
have been fully vaccinated and 
tested negative prior to arrival, 
officials said.

The government had initially 
planned to lift the ban on Dec. 
1 but indefinitely postponed it 
as the more contagious omicron 
variant spread, which also 
prompted authorities to reim-

pose tighter restrictions.
The number of daily infec-

tions has dropped considerably 
in the capital in recent days.

“We’re done with border 
control,” Health Undersecretary 
Rosario Vergeire said, adding 
that government focus has 
shifted to preventing communi-
ty transmission of the omicron 
variant, which has caused five 
deaths in the country so far.

“We are also aware that there 
is no room for complacency 
given the unpredictability of 
the virus,” Puyat said. “We will 
closely monitor the situation 
and ensure that health and 
safety protocols are strictly 
implemented in all tourism 

establishments.”
The number of tourists 

dropped by more than 6 mil-
lion, and more than a million 
Filipinos lost their jobs in tour-
ism businesses and destinations 
in the first year of the pandemic 
alone, according to government 
statistics. Tourism destinations, 
including popular beach and 
island resorts, resembled ghost 
towns at the height of pandem-
ic lockdowns.

The Philippines has reported 
more than 3.5 million con-
firmed COVID-19 infections, 
with 53,801 deaths, the sec-
ond-highest totals in Southeast 
Asia after Indonesia.
